Dear brothers and sisters, 
   An 8-year-old boy has completed a mini 
triathlon course with his severely disabled 
brother in tow. Swimming, cycling and    
running, Noah Aldrich carried brother,     
Lucas, throughout the grueling event      
organized by their local YMCA in Idaho. 

Lucas who suffers with a rare genetic condition,          
lissencephaly, is incapable of eating, walking or speaking 
on his own. But Noah decided he wanted Lucas to be 
part of the action, and carried him for 54 minutes   
throughout the event. With Lucas strapped securely in a 
rubber dinghy Noah swam 200m, then pedaled 3 miles 
with a bike trailer on tow. Proud mum Alissa Aldrich said: 
“He said mom, I want to do this with my brother” and 
that’s where the idea was born. After that I think the next 
day we started training. After Noah decided he wanted to 
take part in the triathlon, the brave brothers trained for 
three months ahead of the big day. 
  Our Christian living is not being selfish but caring for one 
another. Selfishness has no future. That’s the reason 
God planned that we be born in a family, not to carry   
tales to our parents but to care, protect and guard them 
from any dangers and errors. Therefore Jesus says, “If 
your brother sins against you, go and tell him his fault 
between you and him alone before you tell anyone else!” 
Through the prophet Ezekiel, the Lord says, “I have     
appointed you as a watchman to warn & dissuade my 
people; but if you do not stop them or correct them, I will 
hold you responsible for their (spiritual) death.”  
   In St. Paul’s word, “Love does NO evil to the          
neighbors…for you fulfill the law.” As Johann Goethe 
says, “Correction does much, but encouragement does 
more.” It means, just be positive and encourage others. 
Encouragement is the fuel that hope runs on. Even if you 
could not be like Noah to carry his brother Lucas, try your 
best to be caring and protect your neighbor from falling 
into sin or committing errors in their lives. You and I are 
appointed  as watchmen over our bothers and sisters. Let 
us be faithful to it!
