“Forgiveness” is For Forgiver
Dear brothers and sisters,

A kindergarten teacher decided to teach
the students the value of forgiveness: The
teacher told each child to bring a plastic

- bag containing a few tomatoes, write the
names of persons they hate on the
tomatoes, and put the tomatoes in their

plastic bags. They were to carry the tomatoes with them
wherever they went for 1 week. After a week, the teacher
asked: "How did you feel while carrying the tomatoes with
you for one week?" The children let out their frustrations
and started complaining of the trouble that they had to go
through, having to carry the heavy and smelly tomatoes
wherever they went. The teacher said: "This is exactly the
situation when you carry your hatred for somebody inside
your heart. The stench of hatred will contaminate your
heart and you will carry it with you wherever you go. If
you cannot tolerate the smell of rotten tomatoes for just
one week, can you imagine what is it like to have the
stench of hatred in your heart for your lifetime?"

Throw away any hatred for anyone from your heart so
that you will not carry their sins for a life time. Forgiving
others is the best attitude to take! Forgiveness is a
practice, and a painful and difficult one at that. It is one
we resist because it is so challenging to let go of
the anger, resentment, and hatred that we cling to so
fiercely when someone has harmed us. We think that
anger, resentment, and hatred become our shield, our
armor. But NO.

Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. said, “We must develop and
maintain the capacity to forgive. He who is devoid of the
power to forgive is devoid of the power to love.
Forgiveness is not an occasional act, it is a constant
attitude.” Forgiveness is for the forgiver. To me, choosing
to forgive and practicing forgiveness is a lifetime practice,
a constant attitude. It means that we do not allow others
to have the power over us.

Gandhi said, “The weak can never forgive. Forgiveness
is the attribute of the strong.” Forgiveness frees the
forgiver and gives peace. Jesus says to forgive unlimited
times and be strong. How many times has God forgiven
you? Therefore, let everyone who needs your forgiveness
be forgiven, this week.
