Failure is not Fatal

Dear brothers and sisters,

In the Old Testament, the prophets were
chosen by God. God decided who shall be a
prophet (Ex. 3:1f; Is. 6; Jer.1; Ez.1-3 &
others.) Each of them had their own

¥ message from God to warn, to correct, to
condemn, to care, to lead, etc. They DID

what they were called TO DO. Each had their purpose. “No
prophecy ever came by the will of man: but holy men of
God spoke, being moved by the Holy Spirit.” (2 Peter 1:21)

When Jesus, the son of God, came to his hometown,
they were initially astonished and impressed by his
teaching; but later they ridiculed and rejected him when
they knew who he was — a carpenter’'s son. ‘Familiarity
breeds contempt and leads to unbelief.” The result? “He
could do no mighty works there.” Jesus marveled at their
unbelief. His failure was not fatal. He did not abandon all
ministry there; instead, His healing ministry was greatly
reduced, and He turned to teaching in the villages.

The Apostles were chosen by Jesus personally;
instructed, trained, sent out with a message of
reconciliation. They were far superior to the prophets. John
the Baptist was more than a prophet for he was the
messenger of Christ, whom he pointed out to the world.
(Matt 11:9)

Jesus called you and me to be a prophet in our own
family, work place and neighborhood. Does he promise
that we will be accepted and applauded? Not at all! (Read
Mt. 10:21-23.) Our failures in the past were not fatal. We
moved on to grow, to success - as kids.

Each one of us, a parent, husband, wife, father, mother,
son and daughter is a prophet or an apostle, We should
be open to hear from God, from others, and from the
most unexpected sources; and speak for God. We are
sent - accepted or rejected - to speak the message of
God. (Acts 18: 9-10) Faithfulness to God brings success
in our work!
