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19. Shepherds of Hope:
Mothers & Pastors

Dear brothers and sisters,
We celebrate Good Shepherd Sunday
together with Mother’s Day. I wish all the
mothers a “Happy Mother’s Day”. It's the
day we contemplate the image of Jesus as
our Good Shepherd and our mothers, who

know us, calls us by name, and lays down His/her life for
us. This Sunday is also dedicated to prayers for
vocations; especially priesthood and religious life.
Our vocation goes beyond the altar and the sanctuary -

in homes and hospitals, in farms and factories, and
especially in the sacred calling of mothers and pastors -
those who shepherd hearts with love and courage. Jesus
shepherds us just like our mothers, not from a distance,
but with nearness, presence, and intimacy. He leads with
gentleness and sacrifice, not force or fear - a guardian of
souls. Whether one wears a cassock
or carries a diaper bag, all Christian
vocations are a call to imitate the
Shepherd.
Pope Francis said: “Mothers are the

strongest antidote to the spread of
selfish individualism.” In many ways,
every faithful mother is a hidden shepherd, feeding her
children not only with food, but with faith. A mother may
never preach from a pulpit, but her arms are the first altar
her child rests on. She teaches us to hear the Shepherd’s
voice: in her prayers whispered at night, in her patient
corrections, and in her unconditional love.
I, as your pastor, am living my priesthood daily, feel

strongly that you don’t need my perfection; but you need
my presence. As Christians, you are called to be
shepherds, perhaps of one soul, a friend, a co-worker, a
child. As shepherds, let us be “the hope” for one another.
