36. Pilgrims Walk in God’s Wisdom
Dear brothers and sisters,
Socrates said, “The only true wisdom is

in knowing you know nothing." You cannot
learn Godly wisdom in a University and get
a degree in it. It can only come to a heart
in right relationship with God, and seek it.
Our commitment to Christian life and

fellowship is discernment to discipleship. It
requires wisdom to discern, courage to sacrifice, and love
to transform relationships. True discipleship demands
both inner surrender, detachment and outward action,
reconciliation, justice, mercy.
True discipleship requires total commitment, even above

family ties, possessions, and personal comfort; it hurts
and demands sacrifice – carry the cross! The cross is not
an obstacle but a bridge to freedom and blessing. If the
cross is accepted willingly, with love, it transforms our
relationship to Christ and to everyone.
Our human plans are often limited, but God’s wisdom

shows us the bigger picture. Without the Spirit, we are
easily misled by worldly values of comfort,
success, or possessions. A true disciple
prays for wisdom to discern God’s way -
even when it is difficult.
It's been said, 'A student learns what his

teacher knows, but a disciple becomes
what his master is.” One great writer on discipleship put it
this way: "Discipleship is the process of becoming who
Jesus would be if he were you."
We are pilgrims of hope. We walk in the wisdom of God

[1 Cor. 1:24] together with others (synodal) to assist us by
carrying our daily cross. Our goal is to follow Christ and to
become like Him. The cross is not our burden but our
salvation that Jesus carried for us. He invites us to carry
our cross.

Jim Burns has written an article
entitled "How to Pass Your Faith
to Your Kids." (p. 41) He offers
ten practical suggestions for parents to use as they nurture
their child’s spiritual development:
1. Be yourself.
2. Don’t limit your conversations on spiritual matters to

Sunday or weekend Mass only.
3. Let your kids see you in the act of doing something

spiritual.
4. Look for natural opportunities to raise spiritual issues.
5. Take the posture of a ‘fellow-learner’ as opposed to that
of a ‘teacher and student.’

6. Utilize media to launch discussions about God and the
Christian life.

7. Have a plan for family devotional and prayer times.
8. Have fun with your kids.
9. Get involved in ministry together as a family.
10. Disciple and equip your kids.

Queridos hermanos y hermanas,

Sócrates dijo: «La única sabiduría verdadera reside en
saber que no sabes nada».
